4 

Rotary on track for carol fest  
     With Christmas season 

approaching, Trail Rotary will 

once again hold its annual 

Carol Festival with all money 

raised being donated to the 

Salvation Army. The festival 

has been going for so long, 

organizer Forrest Drinnan 

canõt say for sure when it 

started but figures it was 

more than 30 years ago. 

     òI do know that it has 

been going for the 23 years I 

have been in the Trail Rotary 

Club,ó he said. 

     òThis will be the 20th year 

for me to MC the show. I 

have never been to a Carol 

Festival where I was not the 

MC so I do not know what 

the show looks like from the 

audience.ó 

     Up until three years ago, 

Drinnan said the cost of 

theatre rental and advertis-

ing, about $1,100, came out 

of the donations, leaving 

about $800 for the Salvation 

Army. But since then, ALL  

the money is turned over, 

amounting to about $2,500 

per year. 

     For years, the talk of the 

festival was about the myste-

rious donor who left cash, 

mostly $50-bills, in the Salva-

tion Army captainõs mailbox. 

This happened twice, Drin-

nan said. The first was a do-

nation of $2,000 and the 

second was $2,500. 

   òThis happened about eight 

to 10 years ago. The stipula-

tion was a letter had to be 

read out at the festival. It 

was full of biblical phrases 

and quotes and was a full 

page long. I read both of 

them out and the Salvation 

Army received the huge do-

nation.   

     Rotarian Peter Morgen-

thaler has been a major 

helper every year since Drin-

nan became involved. 

     òHe is truly the veteran in 

this festival,ó Drinnan said.  

òEvery year he arranges the 

advertising, and on the night 

of the festival, he operates 

the curtain and helps the 

choirs on and off stage.ó
