     The Rotary-sponsored negative pressure isola-

tion room in pediatrics is the first of its kind at 

Kootenay Boundary Regional Hospital. With two 

specialized filtration systems for both incoming 

and outgoing air, very sick children will be pro-

tected from further illness and supported by a 

carefully monitored ventilation system.   

     The room will be used for most vulnerable 

children, often with highly contagious conditions 

or suppressed immune systems.  

     Trail Rotary pledged $30,000 for the room 

and asked other clubs in the area for support.
